4th International Symposium on Weeds and Invasive Plants, Montpellier 2014 – EWRS subsidies to young scientists
The EWRS has decided to allocate a total sum of 5’000 € to facilitate participation of young research fellows in the 4th International Symposium on Weeds and Invasive Plants, Montpellier, France, May 18-23, 2014. Applicants must comply with the following three conditions: 

• not being older than 35 years;
• to present an oral or poster paper at the Symposium;
• to have not previously received a subsidy from the EWRS (e.g. to participate in the 12th EWRS Symposium – Papendal, NL 2002; the 7th EWRS Mediterranean Symposium – Adana, TR 2003, the 4th IWSC – Durban, ZA 2004, the 13th EWRS Symposium - Bari, IT 2005 or the 14th EWRS Symposium - Hamar, NO 2007, the 15th EWRS Symposium – Kaposvar, HU 2010 , the 16th EWRS Symposium – Samsun, TR 2013 or any other EWRS workshop).

If you meet these three conditions and are interested in the possibility of getting a partial subsidy from the EWRS, please send your application no later than 15 March 2014 (absolute deadline) by e-mail to the coordinator of the symposium guillaume.fried@anses.fr and/or to the coordinator of the EWRS Working Group on Invasive Plants christian.bohren@acw.admin.ch  
Your application must include:

1. A Curriculum Vitae;

2. A Copy of your identity card;

3. A budget (estimation of the costs for travel, registration, accommodation and meals, including the costs covered by your home institution);

4. The abstract of your paper (version submitted to the session organizers after notification of acceptance).

Successful applicants will be warned by the EWRS Scientific Secretary in due time. In case of acceptance the applicants will be reimbursed after the symposium. Subsidies are limited to a maximum of 500 € for one applicant. The membership fee for one year’s EWRS membership will be deducted. Membership will give you the privilege to subscription of the journal “Weed Research” and allows you to contact other new colleagues in weed science by attending other EWRS workshops or symposia. 

Details on allocation of the subsidy will be provided later by the Coordinator of EWRS Working Group on Invasive Plants.

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RULES FOR USE OF EXTRA BUDGET ALLOCATED BY EWRS TO WORKING GROUPS

WG OWN WORKSHOP OR WORKSHOP ORGANISED JOINTLY BY MORE THAN ONE WG

(i) The amount of extra budget asked for a single event must be fully justified and in any case it cannot exceed 5000 Euro.

(ii) The extra budget can be used to cover the following types of costs: (1) partial subsidy to junior scientists; (2) partial subsidy to keynote (invited) speakers; (3) part of the costs of the logistics (e.g. room and equipment rental).

(iii) The extra budget cannot be used to cover the following types of costs: (1) secretariat work; (2) organisation of preparation meetings; (3) any other costs not explicitly cited at point (ii).

(iv) At least 50% of the extra budget must be allocated as subsidy to junior scientists. A maximum of 25% of the extra budget can be allocated to keynote (invited) speakers.

(v) Junior scientists (e.g. MSc students, PhD students, post-docs) are scientists in the early stages of their career and, in any case, of age lower than 35. Subsidy to junior scientists can be allocated only if all of the following conditions are met: (1) the applicant is presenting a paper (either oral or poster) at the event; (2) the applicant sends a scanned (PDF) version of ID card or other personal document and of a document testifying her/his present job position (e.g. PhD student); (3) the applicant commits herself/himself to acknowledge EWRS during her/his presentation. Preference should be given to applicants who have not received an EWRS subsidy before. As such, WG coordinators are asked to keep records of subsidy recipients. In case of limited budget, PhD students, EWRS members and applicants from developing countries must be given preference.

(vi) The condition (3) as to point (v) also applies to keynote (invited) speakers.

(vii) The amount of an individual subsidy, either to a junior scientist or a keynote (invited) speaker, cannot exceed 500 Euro. Part of it can be used to waive the registration fee, where this applies, upon decision by the WG coordinator. No anticipated transfer of money to the recipient account is possible whatsoever.

(viii) The subsidy is reimbursed by the EWRS Treasurer to the recipient within two months after the event, upon presentation of the form "BANKINFO requested by EWRS", filled in all of its parts.

(ix) The WG coordinator is the only responsible person for deciding (1) the number of subsidies and their total amount out of the extra budget, and (2) to whom the extra budget should be allocated, provided the above-mentioned conditions (points ii to vi) are met.

(x) Prior to the event, the WG coordinator must (1) forward the "BANKINFO requested by EWRS" file to the subsidy recipients, asking them to fill it in and send it by e-mail to the EWRS Treasurer (Cc to the WG coordinator) within 15 days after the event; (2) fill in the complete list of subsidy recipients and individual amounts allocated for the event in the "EWRS Allowance Grid" file, and send it to the EWRS Treasurer (Cc to the EWRS Scientific Secretary).

(xi) Filling of the "BANKINFO requested by EWRS" file by subsidy recipients within the time limit indicated at point (x) is compulsory for receiving reimbursement. Requests for reimbursement included in body texts in e-mail correspondences will not be accepted.
